For example, 

children in Cabin Camp can 

choose to go rock-climbing or 

use the zip-line when before, it 

was only available to those in 

adventure camp.  Children in 

guitar camp can go fishing for 

an afternoon.  No program will 

have campers offsite too often, 

as I have found many miss the 

Sequanota environment when 

they are traveling offsite in a 

busy adventure program.  Jun-

ior and Senior High aged camp-

ers can get a group together 

(and a counselor) and check out 

Outpost for the night or paddle 

a canoe around, just to name a 

few fun events.  In addition to 

having several guided options 

throughout the day, I wanted to 

bring focus to the idea that we 

could offer more without charg-

ing more for a week of camp.  

Now our schedule is organized 

in a way that helps staff to ex-

pose the beauty of Sequanota in 

many fashions to different 

kinds of groups. 

  Every (and I mean every) 

activity at camp is thoroughly 

considered for safety and pur-

pose before it appears on the 

daily schedule. I thank all who 

have registered for a summer 

program so far and would like 

to welcome more campers into 

our midst in 2010. There is still 

room in several programs in-

cluding Cabin, Wilderness , 

Day Camp and Guitar Camp.

1. To date our 2010 summer registrations are about equal to those in 2009.  The Confir-Camp program 

continues to grow, adding both new congregations and new campers.  Each year many of our past camp-

ers bring friends to camp. 

2.  Our year round bookings are beginning to increase.  We are beginning a marketing program to attract 

midweek and rentals during our slow seasons. 

3.  We are approaching the point where we need to increase staff time, particularly in the programming 

area.  Increased usage also increases our food service and housekeeping cost. As our ministry continues to 

grow your financial gifts become even more important.  We count on donations in order to keep our fees 

reasonable for those who use Camp Squanota. 

4. As fall approaches we will be replacing the roof on the Enrichment Center.  Each of the last few win-

ters we have had increasing water damage due to the aging roof material.  This is the largest building on 

camp and will be a sizable project. 

5. Committees are working hard to move Camp Sequanota forward.  The Program Committee is now 

planning events 15 or more months in advance.  We are always looking for the exciting new program 

additions please share any ideas you have.  The Marketing Committee is involved in a marketing cam-

paign to reach new and former groups in places like Washington DC, Northern Va. and eastern Pa. They 

are exploring ways to increase Sequanotaôs visibility in the local media.  The committee is finding unique 

ways to keep in touch with our current campers and year round users.  The Property Committee is busy 

reviewing all our facility and site needs and prioritizing ways to address them.  The Music in the Moun-

tains Committee is diligently working to make the event this year an exciting 

experience.  Our Personnel, Strategic Planning, and Finance Committees each 

have tasks they are working on. 
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
